How often should |
advertise, and at
what size?

Because readers need an average
of 7-10 exposures to your ad before
they are likely to act on it,we advise
you to advertise for no less than 6
months at a time. Size is somewhat
less important, but does matter

atiny ad may be effective if it is
well-designed, however, it may be
overlooked. Choose a size that can
convey your information clearly and
attractively. For many local practi-
tioners, a professional head shot is
recommended.
